Young plants of rose, hibiscus and other attradiliowers planted in colorful pots
were distributed to 60 kids coming from Melavasaiporation colony, Thideer
Nagar, Aladin Thoppu, Heera Nagar, Subramaniapurambedkar Nagar and
Muthupatti slums. As these children are livingcongested areas of the city they



lose their contact with nature. Lack of empaththwature also leads to hardened
childhood and finally to mechanical life style.

Vidiyal, a city based voluntary organization conteuk to the cause of Children’s
Rights, realized this fact and has been taking sssug steps to rebuild the
relationship between children and nature. The édhNations Convention on the
Rights of the Child ( UNCRC) which is an univergathtified UN convention
insists upon a whole set of Rights pertaining tiddcén.
